ALTRUSA INTERNATIONAL OF WAYNESVILLE 

PROGRAM MEETING –TUESDAY JUNE 17, 2008

The Altrusa International of Waynesville monthly Program Meeting was called to order at 12:08 by President Sarah Wenzel.  She opened the meeting with our Altrusa Grace, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.
Member Initiation:  Sue Garlington was initiated into Altrusa membership by Linda Arnold who presented her with a bouquet of wildflowers and perennials.  The colors of the flowers represented the diversity of our members and their talents, with the background greenery representing Altrusa International being the background of our local group.  All members present welcomed Sue into membership.

Speaker:  Nancy Burleson, Service Coordinator of Laurels of Junaluska spoke today about the Senior and Handicapped living facility in Waynesville where she is employed.  There are 100 apartments and the facility is funded through Givens Estates, the Duke Endowment, SEMAR and SEJAC.  There are currently 87 residents with a full capacity of 115.

Residents must meet low income requirements and be able to take care of themselves.  Meals on Wheels supports 6 of their residents and Haywood Transit supplies transportation as needed for errands and doctor appointments.   The residents do their own cooking and housekeeping, though assistance is available for housekeeping if necessary.  If this facility is successful, it is possible that it could be expanded.  All were invited to come visit the facility for a tour.
Announcements: Nancy O’Heir passed around a sign-up sheet for the Folkmoot water booth which will again be at the corner of Miller and Main Streets on Saturday, July 26th from 10:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m.  Two people were requested per shift.  Sarah Wenzel will contact Julie Zacher about the use of her tent.

The school supply project will be scheduled on a weekend in August dependent upon availability at Wal-Mart.  Sarah Wenzel will check availability and communicate with Rotary on whether they will coordinate the project with us at K Mart as they did last year.

Peggy Melville stated the budget will be presented to the board at their July 1st meeting and upon approval, will be presented to the membership for approval.  There are some changes and Peggy encouraged all to attend the July 1st meeting to vote.  A majority is required.

Pat Janke announced the REACH fundraiser on July 11th at Laurel Ridge Country Club at a cost of $35.  She has tickets and there will be food, entertainment, and silent auction.

Catherine Ryan announced that program speakers for the remainder of the year are scheduled, but if anyone has other ideas, they will be passed along to Michelle Haynes for next year.  Catherine also requested that all calls when you are to be absent from our lunch meetings, MUST be made to her by 9:30 a.m. the Monday before the luncheon meeting.  All calls received after that time will be charged for the meal.

Beth Atkinson will be sending out an email requesting random acts of kindness, which will be forwarded on to the Governor from our club.  Door prize tickets were sold and those wearing their Altrusa pin received an extra ticket when they purchased one.   The door prize was won by Michelle Haynes and provided by Sue Knapko.
Sarah Wenzel reminded everyone that the July program meeting (the 15th) will be the Folkmoot dancers and will be held in the outdoor tent, rather than our normal meeting room.  She reminded everyone to save places at our tables for the dancers to sit and eat with us after they dance and that a hat will be passed for voluntary donations to be given to the dancers.

Linda Arnold announced that today was Nancy Tiller’s birthday, but she had already left.  Meeting was adjourned at 12:50 with the Altrusa Benediction.
